During the year if you are successful at interview, you may be able to study for a GCSE or Functional Skills
alongside your programme.

In order to progress to Access to Higher Education, you will need to have a grade 4/C in GCSE English
and maths or alternatively pass Level 2 Functional Skills English and maths. If you do not have a grade
4/C or above or equivalent in either of these subjects you will need to study maths or English alongside
this course to gain both qualifications.
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You will only be allowed to study one GCSE (maths or English) during the year.
